•	 Waste and recycling containers may not be 
stored where they are visible from the street.

•	 Waste and recycling containers cannot be 
left on the street.

•	 Waste and recycling containers shall not be 
placed at the curb any earlier than 4 PM of 
the day prior to collection and must be re-
moved no later than 12 hours after collection.

•	 Back door collection will only be made when 
driveway is free of snow, vehicles and other 
obstacles.

•	 Only the driver can determine if the driveway 
can be negotiated safely.

PAINT CANS MUST BE SOLIDIFIED (TOTALLY DRIED
